Application 

Over properly prepared interior wood surfaces, apply only one full 
coat of QuickStain Lacquer Wiping Stain by spray, with a natural 
bristle brush or with a clean lint-free cloth. Remove all excess stain 
within 5 minutes after application. When dry (usually 10-15 minutes), 
continue with sealer and topcoat system in accordance with their 
Product Data Sheets. For spray-no-wipe applications, reduce a 
minimum of 2:1 with Lacquer Thinner, n-Butyl Acetate, or Acetone 
(STAY IN COMPLIANCE WITH LOCAL REGULATIONS) (Two parts 
thinner to one part stain). Apply in light coats, 1–2 wet mils. Check 
adhesion before proceeding with this type of application (should be 
used for light colours only).
